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The discussion in the IEEE P1609 Working Group (WG) meeting in Albany, October 2006, was to allow the IEEE Registration Authority (RA) to assign values of 1001 to 1999999999. The WG allowed for values of 1 to 30 or so to be grandfathered (in categories described in IEEE Std 1609.3™-2007) and unregistered values of 31 to including 999 reserved for WAVE system testing.

Values of 1000, and 2000000000 and greater are reserved for use by future versions of IEEE Standard 1609.3™-2007.
For the purposes of the proof-of-concept (POC) testing currently in progress, the IEEE WG members participating in the POC determined that to facilitate the testing, that a block of values from 100 to 199 be assigned and the assignment will be maintained by the VII POC project team in the WAVE System OBE/RSE* Interface Requirements Specification document, under POC program configuration control. These assignments will only be valid for POC testing and will not be available for use after the POC testing is completed.
From all indications, the PSID and its use are essential and fundamental to the successful implementation of the ITS WAVE System, and the assignment of values in sequence is appropriate. Applicant-specific PSID value requests and assignments are not to be permitted. The constraint is noted on the forms provided.
